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MATCHING WINE WITH YOUR FOOD 

Good news: When matching food and wine, you don‟t have to learn complicated systems for selecting 

the right wine to enhance the food on the table. A few simple guidelines will help you make successful 

wine-and-food pairings. 

Of course, it‟s fun to experiment and fine-tune, and with experience you may be able to create 

spectacular matches that dramatically improve both the dish and the wine. Most of us drink only a 

small portion of a glass of wine with the food, while taking many sips before and after consuming the 

dish it‟s paired with. And most of the time, you will spend more time talking with your friends and 

guests than you will analyse the pairings. 

KEEPING IT SIMPLE 

The three most important rules when it comes to wine-and-food pairing are: 

 
1. Drink and Eat What You Like 

Choose a wine that you would want to drink by itself, rather than hoping a food match will improve a 

wine made in a style you don‟t like. That way, even if the pairing isn‟t perfect, you will still enjoy what 

you‟re drinking; at worst, you might need a sip of water or bite of bread between the dish and the 

glass. The same holds true for the food: after all, if the dish is not of your choice and you dislike it, 

there is no wine pairing with it on earth that will work for you. 

2. Look for Balance 

Consider the weight, body, or richness of both the food and the wine. The wine and the dish should 

be equal partners, with neither overwhelming the other. If you balance the two by weight, you raise 

the odds dramatically that the pairing will succeed. This is the secret behind many classic wine-and- 

food matches. 

There‟s a fair amount of instinct to this. Hearty food needs a hearty wine. Cabernet Sauvignon 

complements grilled lamb chops because they‟re equally vigorous, but the dish would run roughshod 

over a crisp white wine. In contrast, a light Soave washes down a subtly flavoured poached fish 

because they are equal in delicacy. 

How do you determine weight? For the food, fat (including what comes from the cooking method and 

the sauce) is the main contributor. 

For a wine, you can get clues from the colour, grape variety and alcohol level, along with the 

winemaking techniques and the region‟s climate. (Wines with less than 12 percent alcohol tend to be 

lighter-bodied; those with more than 14 percent are heavier.) 

3. Match the Wine to the Most Prominent Element in the Dish 

This is critical to fine-tuning wine pairings. Identify the dominant character; more often it is the sauce, 

seasonings or cooking method, rather than the main ingredient. Consider two different chicken 

dishes: Chicken Marsala, with its browned surface and a sauce of dark wine and mushrooms, versus 

a chicken breast poached in a creamy lemon sauce. The caramelized, earthy flavours of the former tilt 

it toward a soft, supple red, while the simplicity and citrus flavours of the latter call for a fresh white. 

 

The useful guide below will also help: 

Fruity Wines go with fruity food 

Vinaigrette and high acid wines – (Sauvignon Blanc or Pinot Noir) cancel each other out 

High acid wine and salty (shellfish) complement each other 

High acid wine and oily (roast duck) complement each other 

Strong flavours (steak) will dominate delicate flavours (white wine) 

Earthy (mushroom or truffles) goes with earthy (Pinot Noir) 

Herbal (vegetables, herbs, capers) goes with herbal (Chardonnay, Albarino, Gewurztraminier) 
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POPULAR GRAPE VARIETIES 
 
Listed below are some the main grape varieties used in wine production along with some notes on 

their characteristics and origin. 

 

RED 

 
PINOT NOIR is a red wine of light to medium body and delicate, smooth, rich complexity with earthy 

aromas. They are less tannic than a cabernet sauvignon or a merlot. Pinot noirs exude the flavour of 

baked cherries, plums, mushrooms, cedar, cigars and chocolate. The most popular expression of this 

grape is in Red Burgundy wine. The grape has recently been the subject of great acclaim in New 

Zealand. 

 

ZINFANDEL is primarily thought of as a Californian variety, however it has recently been proven this 

grape originated in Croatia. Zinfandel can have a light to full body and berry or spice like flavours. 

White pepper aromas are said to be typical of this grape variety. The grape is also often sold as 

fashionable „‟white Zinfandel‟‟ in a rosé. 

 

SYRAH (Shiraz) can produce great and muscular reds with strong tannins and complex combinations 

of berry, plum and smoke. This grape has led to many a success story in Napa, Australia and Africa 

but also has a place in old-world classics such as Chateauneuf-du-Pape. 

 

MERLOT a grape which has recently seen massive popularity with a medium to full body and 

herbaceous personality. Typically softer than Cabernet Sauvignon with flavours of blackberry, plum, 

fruitcake and mocha. Find new world treats in Chile and for classic merlot head straight to Pomerol. 

 

CABERNET SAUVIGNON is famous for its Herculean strength and great depth of flavour. Intense 

and full-bodied with currant flavours and strong tannins which allow for great ageing. Classic and 

prestigious Cabernet can be found in the Medoc of Bordeaux but also equally in the highly prized 

vines of the Napa Valley. 

 

MALBEC In Argentina, several quality producers are making wine from 100% Malbec with great 

success in the high altitudes and terroir of Argentina. In fact the fruit reaches its best expression today 

in the Mendoza region of Argentina. Several Bordeaux chateaux are working in the Mendoza region 

today including, Chateaux Mouton Rothschild. 

 

TEMPRANILLO What the experts agree on, is that Tempranillo is a “classic” quality grape variety and 

responsible for making some Spain‟s Best wines. It‟s a thick skinned black grape used to make full- 

bodied red wines. Tempranillo responds sublimely to delicate integration of American and French oak, 

producing deep colours smooth, elegant capable of long aging. 

 

CARMENERE The primary grape of Chile producing bold red wines, it is sometimes mistaken for 

Merlot. 

 

PINOTAGE. Developed in the early 1900‟s and used primarily in South Africa. Pinotage is a mix 

between Pinot Noir and Cinsaut. This grape makes a wine that is hearty with a fruity and spicy taste. 
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LESSER WELL KNOWN RED GRAPE VARIETIES 
 
 

BARBERA A prolific Italian grown in Piedmont, making light, fresh fruity wines that are 

gradually growing in quality and poularity. 

GRENACHE Common in the RHÔNE, known in Spain as Granacha, it is deeply coloured, 

fruity red but a bit on the rustic side. This grape is usually used in blended 

wines. 

CINSAULT A prolific grape found mainly in southern RHÔNE and Languedoc-Roussillon 

vineyards, where it makes robust, well-coloured wines. Best results are 

obtained when it is blended, as at Chateauneuf-du-Pape, for example. 

GAMAY This is the only grape in red Beaujolaise wine, in France. At an early age, 

flavours have been described as bananas and bubble gum. They eventually 

evolve into spice mint hazelnuts and walnuts. 

AGLIANICO Southern Italy‟s most prominent red grape, it produces the famous Taurasi 

wine,full of fruity smoky complexities. Tannic when young, harmonious, dense 

and oaky. 

MISSION One of the earliest grapes planted by Spanish settlers is south and central 

America and California. 

MOURVEDER An excellent quality grape variety that has been used in 

Chateauneuf-du-Pape blends in recent years.It is grown under the name 

Monastrell in Spain and Matralo In Australia, this is also a popular grape in 

Chile 

MARECHAL 

FOCH 

An early ripening French American hybrid. Produces large amounts of Gamay 

like Clusters and Burgundy style wines without the finesse and elegance 
 

WHITE 
 

SAUVIGNON BLANC is best known for its grassy flavour and herbal flavours which are highly 

agreeable with Shellfish. New Zealand is producing fresh and lively Sauvignon, whilst old world 

favourites Sancerre and Pouilly Fume retain a more subtle, elegant character. 

 

PINOT GRIS/GRIGIO has a low acidity which means a rich and lightly perfumed wine is often the 

result. More aged examples will display pear and spice-cake flavours. 

 

CHARDONNAY is perhaps the most versatile of all grapes. It can range from the highly complex 

wines of Batard Montrachet to the up-front buttery examples from California. 

 

MUSCAT produces spicy, floral wines that have a curious and unexpected flavour of white grapes! 

They range from dry and fresh to sweet and syrupy. Perhaps its most famous version is that of 

Muscat de Beaumes de Venise. 

 

GEWURZTRAMINIER is a grape which makes full-bodied wines with spice, ginger, grapefruit and 

honeysuckle flavours. It‟s classically made in Alsace and Germany but is also being produced in 

Australia and New Zealand. 

 

RIESLING is traditionally known for its floral perfume and flavours of peach, apricot and honey. 

Germany and Austria produce the most famous examples, which often have a sweet minerality 

reminiscent of slate. 
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SEMILLON Spiritual home Bordeaux. One of two grapes, together with Sauvignon blanc, that is 

responsible for Sauternes. Other than in Bordeaux, Semillon is little grown. Nevertheless it has found 

a niche in the Hunter Valley in Australia, where unoaked versions are capable of long aging, 

developing fabulously rich flavours as they do. 

 
CHENIN BLANC This grape is responsible for some of the finest dess wines in the world, from 

numerous appellations in the Loire Valley, including Bonnezeaux, Quartz de Chaume, Vouvray and 

Côteaux du Layon. It also produces some dry wines in the Loire and is also widely planted in South 

Africa, where it is known as Steen. 

 

MARSANNE A grape that makes fat, rich, full wines and one of the two major varieties used to 

produce the rare white wines of Hemitage and Chateauneuf-du-pape. 

 

 
LESSER WELL KNOWN WHITE GRAPE VARIETIES 

 
 

 
MALVASIA Most widely used as Malvasia Bianca. It can produce wines in in a wide vatiety 

of styles ranging from the very dry to the very sweet, in any form. These wines 

tend to have aromas of pears and spice with fresh fruity flavours. 

MERLOT BLANC A variety cultivated on a surprisingly large scale on the right-bank of the 

Gironde, yet said to be unrelated to the more famous black Merlot variety. 

 

MUSCAT 
 

A family name for numerous related varieties, sub-varieties and localized clones 

of the same variety, all of which have a distinctive musky aroma and a 

pronounced grapey flavour. The wines produced range from dry to sweet, still to 

sparkling and fortified. 

SYLVANER Originally from Austria, this variety is widely planted throughout Central Europe. 

It is prolific, early maturing and yields the dry wines of Franken and Alsace. It is 

also widely believed to be the Zierfandler of Austria. 

VIOGNIER This varietal originated in Condrieu, on the northern RHÔNE. It is predominately 

found in the RHÔNE Valley and now California. Noted for spice, floral, citrus, 

apricot, apple, and peach flavours.

ñCome quickly I am tasting starsò Dom Perignonôs famous quote after his first taste of Champagne, 

and fairly apt description of what a good Champagne or Sparkling wine experience should offer us 

 

Champagne and other sparkling wines are a category of wine made from a blend of grapes such as 

Chardonnay, Pinot Noir and Pinot Meunier. 

 

The Champagne we know and love comes exclusively from the Champagne region of France, and 

claims the honour of being the most famous of sparkling of wines. Technically, it is the only sparkling 

wine that may be referred to as “Champagne” Bubbly from all other regions in the world are simply 

referred to as “sparkling wine” though regional specialities abound. Spain‟s sparkler is called Cava. 

Italy‟s bubbles come in Prosécco and Moscato d Asti, England has Nyetimber and French sparkling 

wines from everywhere outside of Champagne are referred to as Cremant. Italy Spain, Australia, New 

Zealand and the U.S. give France a run for their money by producing some fantastic sparkling wines. 

 

What are the typical Aromas and Flavours found in Sparkling Wine and Champagne? 

 
Aroma – can be reminiscent of fresh apple sauce, spiced apple, ripe pear and fresh baked bread 

smells, compliments of the yeast that‟s added during the second fermentation. 

 
Flavour – apple, pear, citrus, strawberry, cream and vanilla (typically on the finish), yeast and nutty 

flavours are all common denominators in Sparkling wines, and Champagnes. However, if there is 

more ripe tree fruit on the palate, then it is very likely one of the New World sparkling wines, the more 

subtle creamy, yeast and nut like flavours are more common in Old World Champagne. 
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CHAMPAGNE 

MAGNUM’S 

Champagne, the world‟s greatest sparkling wine, can only be made in the Province of Champagne, 

about 100 miles east of Paris. The trade is based on the towns of Rheims and Epernay; most of the

Didier Dagueneau (1956 – 2008) 
 
Born in 1956 in Saint-Andelain, Nièvre, Burgandy. An ex-motorcycle racer with no decorous enological 

training. His brash and experimental approach to winemaking placed him at odds with the winemaking 

community about typicitè (typicity- the term used to describe how a particular wine reflects its varietal 

origins) while unexpectedly achieving unprecedented prices for the region. 

His informal winemaking education led him to exhort exacting and unusual practices on his vineyard; 

including horse ploughing the unused spaces between vines, and the extremely low yields due to hand 

harvesting in multiple passes for greater ripeness. Surprisingly for the appellation and grape variety, 

many of his resulting wines are obviously meant for cellaring with clear oaky influences. These interesting 

Sauvignon Blanc wines have developed a cult following, and since his unfortunate death in 2008 his 

wines have grown in demand. 

His small winery with only 30 acres of vineyards was situated in the town of Saint-Andelain, in Pouilly 

Fumé. Here he sought to create the greatest Sauvignon Blanc in the world. To this end he created a 

variety of different Cuvées, including Buisson-Renard, Pur Sang (Pureblood), Asteroïde and Silex (Flint).

ARGENTINA 

The Argentine wine industry is the fifth largest producer of wine in the world. Historically, Argentine 

winemakers were traditionally more interested in quantity than quality with the country consuming 90% of 

the wine it produces (12 gallons/45 litres a year per capita according to 2006 figures). Until the early 1990s, 

Argentina produced more wine than any other country outside Europe, though the majority of it was 

considered unexportable. However, the desire to increase exports fueled significant advances in quality. 

Argentine wines started being exported during the 1990s, and are currently growing in popularity, making it 

now the largest wine exporter in South America. Most viticulture takes place in the foothills of the Andes 

and most famously in Mendoza, where the desert landscapes and high altitudes combine to make a terroir 

that gives rise to aromatic intensely flavoured red wines.

Vins doux naturels are lightly fortified wines typically made from white Muscat grapes or red Grenache 

grapes in the south of France. Different methods of production are used to increase sugar levels. Another 

way is removing water to concentrate the sugars by air drying (raisin wine), freezing (ice wine) or by using a 

fungal infection, botrytis cinerea, to desiccate the grapes with noble rot. There is no simple definition of a 

dessert wine. In the U.K. a dessert wine is considered to be any wine sweet wine drunk with a meal, as 

opposed to white fortified wines (Fino and Amontillado sherry) drunk before a meal and the red fortified wines 

( Port and Maderia) drunk after it. Thus most fortified wines are regarded as distinct from dessert wines. 

However some of the less fortified white wines such as Pedro Ximenez sherry and Muscat–de–Beaumes–de- 

Venise, are regarded as honorary dessert wines. In the United States by contrast, a dessert wine is legally 

defined as any wine over 14% alcohol by volume, which includes all fortified wines.- and is taxed more highly

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PORT AND FORTIFIED WINE 

Port wine (also known as Vinho do Porto ) and usually simply Port is a Portuguese fortified wine produced 

exclusively in the Douro Valley in the northern provinces of Portugal. It is typically a sweet red wine, often 

served as a dessert wine though it also comes in dry semi dry and white varieties. Fortified wines in the 

style of port are also produced outside Portugal notably Australia, South Africa. Canada, India, Argentina 

and the United States. Under European Union protected designation of origin guidelines only the product 

from Portugal may be labelled as Port or Porto. Port is produced from grapes grown and processed in the 

demarcated Douro region. The wine is then fortified by the addition of a neutral grape spirit known as 

aguardente in order to stop the fermentation, leaving residual sugar in the wine and to boost alcohol 

content. The fortification spirit is sometimes referred to as brandy but it bears little resemblance to 

commercial brandy. The wine is the stored and aged most often in barrels in cave (pronounced kahv and 

meaning cellar in Portuguese.
